Helping Parents to Ask the Right Questions

Question Parents Might Ask

1. Why is my child struggling now? What is the school doing to help him/her?

2. My child has a 504 Plan. Will this plan continue in his new school?

3. My child has health needs that need to be managed. Who do I contact at the school?

4. How can I contact my child’s teacher?

5. What can I do to help my child at home?

6. Are there tests to determine whether my child will pass to the next grade?

7. Are there tutoring services available?

8. Does the school offer special sessions to help parents learn how to help their children at home?

9. How does the school communicate to parents? For example, newsletters, websites, etc.

10. Does the school provide transportation services to and from school?

11. Will my child have textbooks?

12. Why doesn’t my child have textbooks in all of his/her classes?

13. What information do you need from me that will help my child adjust to the new circumstances?

14. Are there sports, music, or other activities in which my child can take part in?

15. My child’s records were destroyed in Katrina, what do we do about that?

16. My child needs to see the eye doctor (dentist, doctor, etc.). Do you have a list of doctors that you can refer?

17. When are parent conferences and report cards?

18. My child missed the first grading period. How is he/she going to catch up?
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
